I usually write, at least the first part of the Chat, what are the duties of the Secretary. Well for the 

next three months, duties are going to be easy. 
• Ask our Inspector for approval to meet to pay our Bills. 
• Keep minutes 
• Present the minutes to Grand Master for approval to pay our bills 
• Upon approval, issue warrants to Treasurer to pay our bills. 
 
4. Requirements for Recovery of Charter.  In order for the Lodge to recover 
its Charter on March 31, 2023 or thereafter, the Lodge, at a minimum, must 
have provided me with satisfactory evidence that the following duties have 
been performed: 

Master: Qualify to give the Master’s work and lecture in the Entered 
Apprentice, Fellow Craft, and Master Mason degrees. 

Demonstrate he is proficient in those portions of the Code that relate to the government of the lodge.  Fulfill his 
duties as an ex-officio director of the Hall 

Senior Warden: Qualify to give the Senior Warden’s work in the Entered Apprentice, Fellow Craft, and Master 
Mason degrees.  Qualify to give the Master’s work and lecture of the Fellow Craft degree.  Demonstrate he is 
proficient in those portions of the Code that relate to the government of the lodge and Fulfill his duties as an ex-
officio director of the Hall 

Junior Warden: Qualify to give the Junior Warden’s work in the Entered Apprentice, Fellow Craft, and Master 
Mason degrees.  Qualify to give the Master’s work and lecture of the Entered Apprentice degree.  Demonstrate he is 
proficient in those portions of the Code that relate to the government of the Lodge 

Senior Deacon: Qualify to give the Senior Deacon’s work in the Entered Apprentice, Fellow Craft, and Master 
Mason degrees.  Qualify to give the Senior Deacon’s lecture of the Fellow Craft degree. 

I may impose other requirements during the period of the Charter’s suspension. Failure to follow and achieve the 
above requirements by March 31, 2023 will likely result in a recommendation by me that the Charter be revoked, 
unless the Charter is voluntarily surrendered. Section 813.020 of the California Masonic Code. 

American York Rite 

I do want to talk, just a little, about American York Rite.  Now wait a minute, there are York Rite’s 
in other countries, why do we have American York Rite.  Well, us Colonials must do things 
differently.  

In the United States and in each state, we have a Grand Lodge of Masons.  Let’s follow our State; 
California.  We have the Grand Lodge of California, with Grand Master of Masons.  It does not 
matter if you are a Shriner, Scottish Rite, York Rite or other bodies, you are a Mason under the 
jurisdiction of Grand Master of Masons.   

• Grand Lodge of California – Grand Master of Masons; with the following arrangement, 
Entered Apprentice Degree, Fellowcraft Degree, and Master Mason Degree 
• Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons – Grand High Priest Royal Arch Masons, 

California; with the following arrangement: Mark Master Degree. Past Master, Most 
Excellent Master, & Royal Arch Degree 

• Grand Council Cryptic Masons – Illustrious Grand Master Cryptic Masons, California; 
Reason clarified with California, not all states have “Grand Council of Cryptic Masons.  
With the following arrangement: Royal Master and Select Master Degrees 

• Grand Commandery Knights Templar – Grand Commander Knights Templar, 
California; with the following arrangement: Order of Red Cross, Order of Malta, and Order 
of the Temple 
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England 

• Grand Lodge of England – Grand Master of Masons & Grand High Priest of Royal Arch 
Masons 
• Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons does not exist in England.  Basically, the 

arrangement is Entered Apprentice Degree, Fellowcraft Degree, Master Mason Degree, and 
Royal Arch Degree. 

• Mark Master Grand Lodge, Mark Master Degree 
• Grand Council Cryptic Masons; Royal and Select Master Degree 
• Grand Commandery Knights Templar, Order of Red Cross, Order of Malta, Order of the 

Temple.
